Use the MagSafe 2 Power Adapter to charge your
MacBook Pro.

1. Fully insert the AC plug or AC power cord into the power
adapter.

2. Do one of the following:

- If you're using the AC plug, plug the power adapter
directly into a power outlet.
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- If you're using the AC power cord, plug it into a power
outlet and place the power adapter on a flat surface in a
well-ventilated location.

« The MagSafe 2 connector cable has become frayed or
damaged.

- The plug part of the adapter, the prongs, or the adapter
case has become damaged.

- The adapter is exposed to rain, liquid, or excessive
moisture.

- You suspect the adapter needs service or repair.

- You want to clean the adapter.

The MagSafe connector and MagSafe port on your

MacBook Pro contain magnets that can possibly erase data

on a credit card or other magnetic devices. To protect your

data, do not place magnetically sensitive items within

1inch (25 mm) of this port.

If debris gets into the MagSafe 2 power port, remove it gently
with a dry cotton swab.
