Menu Settings
During idle state, press—@ key to enter the menu setting, there are five sub-menus under the

handset menu item.
Press A or Wkey to select the above items and then press 3> key to enter. Press 5 to quit the

setting state, or press m to back to the previous menu. Details of each item are shown in next

parts.

Handset Menu function 1: CALL LOG

Press —9 key, use A or ¥key to choose CALL LOG, press —@ key to enter. And there are three

items in this menu, MISSED, RECEIVED and DIALED.

In CALL LOG

1) Press —:} key to enter missed call lists, received call lists or dialed call lists.

2) The LCD will show the last record. (If no entries are available in the list, the LCD will be
shown EMPTY).

3) Press A or ¥key to view other record. press 0 key to check the record time.

4)  When the desired number is show, press the(.::‘_ key to dial out the number automatically.

When the record is show, press—@ key, use A or ¥key to choose, press—@ key to confirm.

1) ADD TO PB this function allows the user to add an entry from the caller list to the phone
book.

2) DELETE: this function allows the user to delete the currently selected entry from caller list.

3) DELETE ALL: this function allows the user to delete all numbers.

Note: In idle state, pressA key once to outgoing records or press ¥Wkey to review incoming

records.

Handset Menu function 2: PHONE BOOK

Each individual Handset has its own phonebook, independent of each other handset, with a
maximum of 50 entries, each name a maximum of 12 characters, each number a maximum of 20
digits and a melody selected from 1 to 10.



Press —9 key. Use A or ¥key to select PHONE BOOK. Then press—@ key to confirm.

» LIST

The function allows the user to review the phone book record lists by using the A or ¥key. Press 0

key to see the name/number.

When the desired number is show, press the t?s: key to dial out the number automatically.

Shortcut: In the idle mode, press m key to enter phone book list conveniently. Press 0 key to see

the name/number.

>  NEW ENTRY

Press A or ¥key to select NEW ENTRY item. This function allows the user to add an entry to the
phone book.

1) Press —@ key to enter, the cursor for the name flashes.

2) Enter the name using the alphanumeric keys and press@ key to confirm.

Press A or Wkey to select EDIT RECORD item. This function allows the user to modify a

phonebook record.

1) Press —:} key to enter, the first record in the phone book will be displayed.

2) Press A or ¥Ykey to select the designated record to change. Once a record has been
selected, the user will have the option to edit each of the name/number and change melody.

» DEL RECORD

Press A or ¥key to select DEL RECORD item. This function allows the user to delete a phonebook

entry.

> DELETEALL

Press A or ¥key to select DELETE ALL item. This function allows the user to delete all phonebook

entries.



»  MEM STATUS

Press A or Wkey to select MEM STATUSitem. If show 10/50, it means total 50 records can be

stored in the phonebook and 10 records has been stored in it already.

Handset Menu function 3: BS SETTINGS

The useris able to change the base setting in base settings item, pre—@ key and use A or

Vkey to select this item. Then you can do below:

»  DELETE HANDSET

This function allows the user to delete a handset registration from the base (Cannot delete local) .

1) Press —:} key, the first show is DELETE HS.

2) Press —:} key to enter, the user will be prompted to enter the PIN code.

3)  Input the correct 4-digit pin code using digit key (the default PIN code is 0000) .

4) Press A or ¥ key to scroll the handset names list up and down.

5) Press —:’> key to confirm. The delete handset will be deleted from the list on registered
handset on the base, and the handset will behave according to the out-of-range condition.

Note: In idle mode, press and keep *!1) key for 5s, IN USE/CHARGE LED flashes, then press *!))

key 7 times swiftly, the IN USE/CHARGE LED flashes quickly. Then all the handsets logout the

base successful till IN USE/CHARGE LED die out.

»  DIAL MODE

The user can select to change the mode will dial.

1) Press —@ key, then using A or ¥key to select DIAL MODE item.

2) Press —@ key to enter, and the display shows TONE.

3) Press A or ¥Ykey to select TONE or PULSE dial mode.

4) Press —:} key to confirm your selection.

Note: According to your telephone lines or PABX systems you may need to change the dialing

mode between Tone and Pulse.

»  FLASH TIME

The user can select the flash time (100ms, 300ms, 600ms and 1000ms) to meet your telephone

line or PABX requirement.

1) Press —:> key, then using A or ¥key to select FLASH TIME item.

2) Press —:} key to enter.

3) Press A or ¥ key to select the desired flash time among 100ms, 300ms, 600ms and 1000
ms.

4) Press —:} key to confirm your selection.

>  MODIFY PIN

Some functions (including handset delete and base default) require a PIN code. The default PIN is

0000, but you are able to change to your personal 4-digit PIN.

1) Press —@ key to confirm. Then using A or ¥key to select MODIFY PIN item.

2) Press —@ key to confirm, and the display shows PIN?

3) Entry the existing PIN code for the base and handset by using numerical keys (the default
PIN code is 0000), then press =%2 to confirm.

4) If the old code is validated, the display showsNEW PIN, enter a new PIN code (4 digits),
press =% to confirm.

5) The display shows REPEAT, input the new PIN code again.

6) Press —:} to confirm, the code will be stored and a tone sounded.

»  BASE DEFAULT

This function allows the user to restore the base setting to the factory default.
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1) Press —@ key, then using A or ¥key to select BS DEFAULT item.

2) Press —@ key to confirm.

3) The user will be prompted to enter the PIN code, the display shows PIN?, then press
numerical keys to input code (default as 0000).

4) Press —:} key to confirm. If the PIN code is validated all base settings will be returned to the
factory default.

Handset Menu function 4: HS SETTINGS

The user is able to change a number of the settings for the handset to their own individual

preferences. Press —@ key and use A or ¥ key to select HS SETTINGS. Then you can do below:

>  ALARM

The user can set the alarm on the handset and adjust the alarm settings, to give an alert at a

programmed time of every day.

1) Press —:} key, the first sub-menu is ALARM item.

2) Press —:} key to confirm.

3) Press A or ¥ key to select ON or OFF, press —:} key to confirm. Selection of OFF will turn
the alarm off, and the useris dropped back to the ALARM menu surface, selection of ON
option will turn the alarm on, then the user will be requested to set the alarm time.

4)  After select ON, press —:} key to start the time settings of alarm, “12-00” displayed with “12”
is blinking.

5) Press A or ¥ key to change the hours, press —@ key to confirm, use the same method to
select minutes.

6) After select the alarm time, press —:} key, the user will be presented with a further option to
select to ON or OFF to enable or disable the snooze function on the alarm.

7) Press —:} key to confirm your selection.

8) When the alarm is set, the Gj will appear on the top of the display.

L] Startup alarm:

In idle state, the alarm will ring at very sharp time you have set.

L] Intermit alarm:

During the alarming, you can switch it off by pressing any key of the handset, or when a call

comes, the alarm will be intermitted too.

m  Close alarm:

Re-enter the alarm setting menu option and select OFF.

Notes:

1)  If the SNOOZE is set ON, the alarm will be repeated about every 5 minutes for about five
times, with the alarm icon continuing to flash. During the alarming, press any key except#z ™
key to intermit alarming, and will begin to ring after 5 minutes.

2) Ifthe SNOOZE is set OFF, the alarm will sound for 45 seconds once.

>  RING SETUP

The user is able to change the handset ringing on internal calls and external calls. There are 10

ringer melodies and 5 different volume levels can be set.

1) Press —@ key, then using A or ¥key to select RING SETUP item.

2) Press —@ key to enter.

3) Press A or ¥ key to select the INT RING and EXT RING setup.

4) Press —@ key to confirm.

Each language will display in its own native
translation.

4) Press —:D key to confirm your selection.

The operation will allow the user to change the handset name.

The Handset can be set to answer an incoming call automatically by simply pickit up from the

charging cradle. The user is able to select to enable/disable this auto answer feature.

1) Press —& key. Using A or ¥key to select AUTO ANSWER.

2) Press —@ key to enter.

3) Press A or ¥ key to select ON or OFF.

4) Press —:’> key to confirm your selection. Exit from this sub-menu and return the user to the
AUTO ANSWER

> BARRING

The handset can be set to disable 5 groups outgoing calls. The user is able to select to

enable/disable this feature. But the internal calls to intercom or conference will still be available.

1) Press —:} key. Using A or ¥key to select BARRING.

2) Press —:} key the user will be prompted to enter the PIN code, input 4-digit code (defaulted
as 0000).

3) Press —:} key to confirm, then usingA or ¥ key to select ON or OFF, press—@ key to
confirm.

4) If select ON, the display shows NUMBER 1, press A or ¥ to choose NUMBER i(i=1~4).

5) Then press —@ to confirm, using the numerical key to input number (maximum 4 digits) which
you want to barring. (For example: if you set barring number is 1234, then the numbers begin
with 1234 will be not allowed to be dialed out, and LCD display CALLS BARRED.)

6) Press —:} key to confirm. Repeat the above steps to set the rest of 3 groups.

> DATE & TIME

The user is able to set the date and time on the handset, by selecting the following option.

1) Press —:} key. Using A or ¥key to select DATE&TIME.

2) Press —@ key and the last two digits of the year flashes.

3) Edit the year by pressing A or ¥ key. Then use—@ key to confirm and enter the month value

setting.
4)  Using the same method for month, date and time setting.
Notes:

1)  The date and time will be automatically set when the caller ID message is received in FSK.

2)  When the unit is powered on initially, the date and time will be blinking, please to set the date
and time first according to use above methods.

>  CONTRAST

The user is able to set the contrast of the LCD display, by selecting the following options.

1) Press —@ key to enter LCD display contrast settings.

2) Press —@ key. Using A or ¥key to select CONTRAST.

3) Press —:} key to confirm, then press A or ¥key to select from 1-8 levels.

>  SELECT BASE

The handset can be registered to more than one base (up to a maximum of 4), and you can select

which base you want the handset to operate with.

1) Press —:> key, then using A or ¥ key to choose SELECT BASE.

2) Press —:} key and the LCD displays BASE 1 +.

3) Press A or ¥ to select base (BASE 1~4) or AUTO.(Note: the handset will only link with base
number followed by a “+").
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4) Press —@ to begin searching, if you hear a sound of “di-du-di”, means linked successful.

Note: If you select “AUTO”, the handset will link with the first of the registered bases that it finds.

»  HANDSET DEFAULT :

This function allows the user to restore the handset setting to the factory default.

1) Press —@ key, then using A or ¥key to select HS DEFAULT item.

2) Press —:> key to confirm.

3) The display shows PIN?, then key in the PIN code (default 0000).

4) Press —:} key to confirm. If the PIN code is validated all handset settings will be returned to
the factory default.

Handset Menu function 5: REGISTRATION

Maximum 5 handsets can be linked to the same base unit by the follow ways.

Maximum 4 bases can be linked to the same handset by the follow ways:

1)  Instandby mode, press—@ key, then using A or ¥key to select REGISTERATION item.

2) Press —:} key to enter, Press A or Wkey to select BASE from BASE1, BASE2, BASE3 or
BASE4.

3) Press —@ key to confirm, LCD displays PIN?, then enter the pin code (defaulted as 0000, if
input wrong number, press FL/ICLR to delete).

4)  When finished, press—@ key to confirm. LCD displaySEARCHING, then press BASE"1)
and hold*") key until you has get DI-DU-DU- sound. The handset and base have registration
successfully.

Notes:

1) If the handset and base is fail to registration successfully, the handset will return to the
standby mode.

2) You can repeat the above steps to register another handset for the same base, and the
successfully registered handset will display HS2 or HS3 on the LCD according to the
registration sequence.

3) Press )] key to page the handset when difficult to look for.

ADVANCED OPERATION

Speakerphone operation & volume control

Press @ key once to obtain a dial tone, dial your number, when you hear the called party
answers the phone. You can also pres‘é_ the key one more time to change the speaker to

answer the call.

During the speakerphone operation, the user can adjust the speaker volume level by pressing the
A or Ykey. Total 5 levels for selection.

Note: If you press(&_ key Use the speaker to convert to headphones, you can press the Aor

Vkey to adjust the earpiece volume, total 5 levels for selection.
Mute the mouthpiece
During a call, press@ key once to mute the mouthpiece an(k)(, MUTE will show on LCD.

Press —@ key again to get back to the call and the &x‘, MUTE will disappear.

Caller ID - type | & Il

After you have applied the caller ID service, you can see the caller party phone number during an
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incoming ring.

During the conversation, the phone number of the incoming call of the third party can be seen in

the unit.

This function can be worked when the user applied the Telecom service.

Flash

The flash function of FL/ICLR key can support some special network service, such as call waiting,

call transfer, etc. These services require a subscription and the operations depend on the different

exchanger.

Pause

Press RD/P key will insert a 3.6 seconds pause time between two digit numbers.

Pre-dialing

The unit has pre-dialing function, when you may enter and edit the number before dial it out.

The following procedure describes how to use this function:

1) Inidle mode, enter the number you want to dial. During entering, you can press FL/CLR key
to correct the number.

2) Press (:3_ key once, the unit will dial out the number show on the LCD.

Redial function
In idle state, press ﬂé key, press RD/P key, the last dialed number will be dialed again.

To Lock/Unlock the keypad
To lock the keypad
Press and hold the #1 key for about 2 seconds.

You will hear a beep tone, while the keypad is locked, any key you press is invalid.
To unlock the keypad

You will hear a beep tone, the handset will be unlocked and it will go back to idle mode.

If you have two handsets registered with one base, operation it by the follow ways:

The intercom feature is activated by pressing the INT key.

2) The destination handset will ring, press ‘é key to enter conversation mode. To end intercom
mode, either handset can hang up the call by press‘G\ key.

>  Call transfer

During a call, it's to transfer the call to another handset.

1)  During a phone call, press INT key once. The destination handset will ring.

2) Press ‘::_key of the other handset to accept the call.

3) The two internal handsets will be connected. To complete the transfer of the call, the initiating
handset should be placed on the cradle and the external call will now be connected to the
second handset.
